Reconciliation
Greek Root: Al-las’-so

Means a “change“ in relationship.
What is the source of this change?



You see at just the right time (due time),
when we were still powerless (utterly helpless, hopeless),

Christ (Jesus) died for the ungodly (lost, far, sinners). …
…God (Father) demonstrates (proved) his own love for us in this:

While we were yet sinners, Christ (Jesus) died for us.
For if, while we were God’s enemies, we were reconciled

to him (Father) through the death of his Son,
how much more, having been reconciled, 

shall we be saved through his life!

Romans 5: 6, 8 & 10

1. God Loves You: “God demonstrated his love …”

2. God Understands Your Pain: “He was forsaken …”

3. God Reversed the Curse: “Cursed is everyone …”

4. God Reconciled You: “By making peace …”

For God was pleased to have all his fullness dwell in him (Jesus),
