“Discovery” group strategy



Every believer was faithfully devoted to following 
the teachings (skilled instruction and training) of the apostles. 
Their hearts were mutually linked to one another (partners),

sharing communion (breaking of bread; the Eucharist) 
and coming together regularly for (all kinds of) prayer.

A deep sense of holy awe (fear of God) swept over everyone,
and the apostles performed many miraculous signs and wonders.

All the believers were in fellowship as (added into) one body,
and they shared with one another whatever they had.

Out of generosity they even sold their assets to distribute 
the proceeds to those who were in need among them.

Daily they met together in the temple courts (area)
(continuing with one mind) 

and in one another’s homes to celebrate communion. 
They shared meals together 

with joyful (and generous) hearts 
and tender humility (sincerity).

They were continually filled with praises to God,
enjoying the favor (respect) of all people.

And the Lord kept adding to their number daily 
those who were coming to life (being saved).
